- Converting: Eloquence is
definitely not Fr Damien's forte
as with most of us! But never
forget that actions speak louder
them words - the most effective
evangelist is one who converts
without actual '‘evangelising’!

Initiation Mass on 20 June 2009 for the
hewly ordained altar boys
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THE ANGELUS

Our Blessed Mother granted my
wife and me a pilgrimage to
Rome and Loreto in June. On one
of the weekdays, we joined a
multitude of pilgrims in St Peter's
Square to recite the Angelus with
the Holy Father. Since then, the
Angelus has become an
everyday prayer for both of us.

Pope Paul VI encouraged the
faithful to pray the Angelus (and
the Rosary) in Marialis Cultus
(Apostolic Exhortation for the
Right Ordering and Development
of Devotion to the Blessed Virgin
Mary). Let me quote him:

“What we have to say about the
Angelus is meant to be only a
simple but ecomest exhortation to
contnue its traditional recitation
wherever and whenever possible.
The Angelus does not need to be
revised, because of its simple
structure, its biblical cheracter,
its historical origin which links it
to the prayer for peace and
safety, and iis quasi-liturgical

rthythm which sanctifies different
moments during the day, and
because it reminds us of the
Paschal Mystery, in which
recalling the Incarnation of the
Son of God we pray that we may
be led ‘through his passion and
cross to the glory of his
resutrection.’ These factors ensure
that the Angelus despite the
passing of centuries retains an
unaitered value and an intact
freshness. It is true that certain
customs traditionally linked with
the recitation of the Angelus have
disappeared or can continue only
with difficulty in modern life. But
these are marginal elements. The
value of contemplation on the
mystery of the Incarnation of the
Word, of the greeting to the
Virgin, and of recourse to her
metrciful intercession remains
unchanged. And despite the
changed conditions of the times,
for the majority of people there
remain unaltered the
characteristic periods of the day
— morning, noon and evening —

which mark the periods of their
activity and constitute an
invitation to pause in prayer.”
(n41)

My wife Juliana knows the
Angelus by heart because she
had recited it every day when
she was a pupil at Our Lady of
Good Counsel. In the Catholic
schools I attended, I didn't
remember praying the Angelus
but we prayed the Hail Mary
three times a day — at the
assembly, recess and dismissal.
Father Fabian told me he recited
the Angelus three times a day
when he was studying at the
monastery. I can imagine our
beloved Father Albert Renckens,
a fellow seminarian, smiling in
agreement. Father Fabian also
told me that the farmers would
pause at noon to pray the
Angelus. Perhaps you might want
to set the alarm at noon and do
the same.
